Jesus did something no one else in human history has ever done—he lived a perfect, sinless life

and completely resisted temptation.

A Curse

This is a key aspect of salvation, which includes both Christ's death on the cross and his sinless
life. For those who have faith in Christ, our sins were attributed to Christ and he died for them.
He took away the curse that comes from our disobedience to God’s commands by becoming
a curse for us. Additionally, his perfect obedience was attributed to us and we are seen as

righteous, pure, and perfect before God. Jesus kept all the requirements of God for us.

Second Adam
In Luke 4:1-13, we see Jesus being a “second Adam” by doing the opposite of the first Adam.

Jesus resists Satan’s temptation and reverses the curse from the first Adam’s disobedience: “As

one trespass led to condemnation for all men, so one act of righteousness leads to justification
and life for all men. For as by the one man’s disobedience the many were made sinners, so by

the one man’s obedience the many will be made righteous” (Romans 5:18-19).

Our Double Cure

Jesus is our “double cure”—he saves us from wrath and makes us pure. The atonement of
Christ encompasses both elements. He absorbs God'’s wrath for our sin and removes our guilt—
taking away our sin and defilement. He also fulfills God’s law on our behalf by his life of sinless

obedience to God.
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
